
The British government did us all a service this week when they arrested 
terrorists intent on blowing up civilian airliners.  

I went through British Paratrooper training in the eighties and I spoke with 
many veterans of the troubles in Northern Ireland.  They impressed upon me 
the importance of solid intelligence, information, in fighting terrorists.  The 
British had been through a hard school and we saw the results this week as 
they rolled up a terrorist cell on the verge of an attack.  Good work and con-
gratulations to our British cousins.  Now we must get back to work.

We must continue to expand our circle of global allies and friends so they will 
share critical information with us.  Never forget the word global.  Terrorists 
only need an ideology and resources and they can be anywhere.  Here in the 
United States we must implement the 911 Commission recommendations on 
information sharing.  It is up to Congress to make sure changes are imple-
mented and effective within the government and to make sure our external 
intelligence agencies have the resources they need.

We have economic and diplomatic power, as well as military power, that can 
and must be used to track down and kill the terrorists who threaten us.  

My views reflect over twenty years experience in tactical, operational, and 
strategic warfare as well as working at USNORTCOM on new strategies for 
Homeland Defense.  I am not an amateur coming late to the fight like my 
opponent.

We will fight this war within the bounds of law and our Constitution.  That is 
how we defeat terrorists; we give them no leverage, no quarter, and protect 
the way of life they despise.  When this war ends we must still have a Consti-
tution or the terrorists win.
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
